A. Life Is A Constant State Of Learning, verses 1-3. 

1. Who are the “witnesses”?  Verse 1, cf. I Timothy 4:7-16. 
 

2. Who is our focus?  Verse 2. 
 

3. What is the  ?  Verses 2, 3, cf. Isaiah 40:28-31. 
 

B. All We Face In Life Is Under God’s Providence, verses 4-6. 
1. Life is not merely  /unconnected incidents. 
 

2. A loving God has a plan for each person. 
 

3. God’s blessing is   related to our 
yieldedness and obedience. 

 

C. Earthly Life Prepares Us For Heavenly Life, verses 7, 8. 
1. Depravity is reality. 
2. Salvation is God’s plan. 
3. New birth assumes growth.
